map.  In honor of more than two decades of service to the 
organization, then Kiwanis Governor and good friend, now

Len Yelinek Remembers 
Varsity Quiz… the beginning 

 

Kiwanis Club of Las Vegas president Vern Albright was the driving 

force to get this program going.  It was originally called KIWANIS 
BOWL (after GE's College Bowl).  At the end of first season Vern 
suggested to the president of the Anaheim club that there be a 
playoff between the top school teams from Orange County and 

Clark County.  The Anaheim president discouraged the idea 
feeling the Nevada kids would lose to the Orange Co. team and 
be humiliated.  We took the team anyway, and the Clark County 



students WON.  For several years thereafter, every-other-year 
our Kiwanis Club transported the winning Clark County team to 

Anaheim and on the off-years, the Anaheim students came to Las 
Vegas.  Vern Albright attended the Kiwanis Club of Las Vegas  

Varsity Quiz luncheon many years ago. 
He died a couple of years ago
